C.R.A. BAND POLICIES - 8th GRADE
1. Band Enrollment is a commitment for the entire school year.
2. Practice Reflections are completed by students to describe a practice session done at home or during advisor time.  Practice Reflections are worth up to 5 points and are used to recover points lost due when a student cannot attend rehearsal
3. Technology must be silenced and stored away.  Phones may not be on music stands or visible on the floor.
4. Instruments must be brought to school on scheduled band days and taken home the 

    same day.  Students in Concert Band may be excused from this policy.
5. Gum, food, or candy is not allowed in band class as it interferes with proper playing technique and causes damage to instruments.
6. Performances:
    
There will be 3-4 required concerts per year. Students are expected to have 

music prepared. Students who are not practicing, and who do not have their music prepared will NOT be allowed to participate in the concerts. An unexcused absence from these concerts will result in a lowered band grade.

Band Concerts Dates:

Thursday, December 13th – CHS Auditorium, 7PM all 8th grade students
Monday, February 11th – CHS Auditorium, 7PM, Concert Band only.  This is a combined concert with the CHS Bands.
Thursday, March 14th - 8th Band Festival-Civic Center, 4PM

Thursday, May 30th – Final Concert-Civic Center, 7PM for all grades
PLEASE MARK THESE DATES IN YOUR FAMILY CALENDAR NOW!

7. Concert attire should reflect the amount of work the band has done to prepare for the concert.  Suggestions for young men include: dark colored shoes, Khaki or dark colored slacks, collared shirt.  For young ladies: Khaki or dark colored slacks, modest length skirt (denim skirts are acceptable), casual top.  Dresses are acceptable.  STUDENTS SHOULD AVOID jeans, shorts, tennis shoes, flip-flops, tee-shirts, tank-tops and the like.  
8. Grading: Each quarterly grade will consist of two factors: 
1. Daily Points (Bringing instrument and music, active classroom participation -50%
Students will receive 5 Participation Points for every day in class.  If a student is absent, zero points will be given for that day, but the points may be made up in full by completing a practice reflection.

2. Two performances (Concerts and Play Tests)-50%
