Grades

Daily work, quizzes, and tests will determine your grade. 10% of your grade will be determined by daily work, 30% toward quizzes, and 60% will go toward tests. Students may retake any chapter test for full credit (one time). Preparedness for the second, more rigorous assessment will be at the teacher’s discretion and will include additional practice session(s) outside of class time either face to face or remote. Re-takes must be taken outside of class time and scheduled with the teacher and completed before the last week of the quarter. If re-taken, the re-take score will be the score entered in the gradebook no matter if the score is worse or better (it will be better due to the extra help sessions!). 

Late Work Policy (Unexcused)

You will be allowed two missing assignments (no quizzes, tests, or projects) per quarter with no consequences (Freebies). Once you have reached this quota, you will receive a 0 for any work not completed. If you do not use the “freebies,” at the end of the quarter, I will excuse your two lowest homework grades. Lastly, if you have an unexcused absence, you will receive a 0 for all work assigned that day with no chance to make up. 
Make-up Work (Excused)

If you miss a day and are excused, it is up to YOU to see me about your missing assignment(s). You are allowed two days for every one day missed to turn in the missing work, up to a maximum of four days. If the work is not turned in by the allotted time frame, you will receive a 0 without the chance to make it up. If are excused on a test day the same policy applies, remember, it is up to YOU to set up a time to make it up. If you fail to show up at that time you will receive a 0 without the chance to make it up. 

Corrections

Every day your homework will be made available for corrections. You can fix the wrong answers for ½ more points. Example – If you earned a 6/10 on an assignment, you can correct the four you got wrong and your grade will change to an 8/10. These corrections are due by the end of the unit. Once the test has been taken for that unit, you will not be able to go back and make corrections.
