· Help clean up your area and the classroom.

· Touch ONLY your work.

· Challenge yourself, be creative, and have fun!

Grading:

· All artwork must be turned in on an assigned due date. Projects will be graded and placed in each student’s personal Art Portfolio to bring home at the end of the semester. 
· If unfinished artwork is turned in on the due date you will be given partial credit. You will then be able to take the piece home to finish (on your own time) and resubmit for full credit.  Due to the nature of some projects, this option will not always be available.
