Learning target: I can describe the structure and function of cell organelles. 

The Challenge: Design a catalog that “advertises” each organelle and its function in the cell.  
1. Design a page in the team’s catalog for each organelle.  
a. Each page must include a description of your organelle in the form of a sales pitch.  Include: What it called? Where in the cell is it found? What type of cells need one (animal, plant, bacteria, etc.)? What the main function is of the cell?

b. the price for the organelle, values based on the importance of the organelle. 
c. and a drawn colored diagram of the structure to illustrate your "product." 
d.  In your catalog, include all the following structures:
