Biochemistry Concept-Map
Objective: Students will be able to synthesize Chemistry term relationships.  

Materials:   Text            Sticky Notes        Construction Paper                 
Procedure:  
1. Students will get into groups of two or three. 

2. Sharing the work, write all Chemistry terms and definitions onto individual sticky tabs.  Definitions must be from Chapter 2 Chemistry of Life
2. Then, arrange the Chemistry terms into a concept-map.
3. Show your teacher the group’s concept-map prior to drawing connecting lines.  Students may need to re-arrange their map numerous times before moving to the next step.
4. After your teacher has approved of your group’s concept-map, connect each term with a connecting line.  Additionally, include a phrase on the connecting line that aids the explanation of the concept map.  
5. Show teacher your final project for credit.  The teacher must approve the concept-map before credit is awarded to the group.
