I. Quarter Grading Procedure

· Assignments/Classwork – 10% of Quarter grade
  1. Possible Grades that are earned on each assignment.
a.   (+) Student receiving a plus earns a 5/5
b. (√) Student receiving a check earns a 4/5
c.  (-) Student receiving a minus earns a 0/5
· Students earning a 0 due to lack of understanding on an assignment may re-do the assignment to earn up to 4/5 on the assignment.  Must be completed by the end of the unit on test day.
· Students earning a 0 due to lack of completion on an assignment may make the assignment up until the end of each unit for 3/5.  Must be completed by the end of the unit on test day.
2. Assignments/classwork will be collected via Microsoft Teams.
· Quizzes- 30 % of Quarter Grade
· Unit Tests- 60% of Quarter Grade
*** 1 Retake per summative test is allowed and must be completed by the end of the semester.  To do a retake a student will need to find time outside of class time to receive extra instruction on the material in order to prepare themselves (This could occur in person or via Microsoft Teams).  The retake will be a different test.  The score on the retake test will replace the original score and be final.
