Welcome to Latin II! 

 

This is the second in a series of four courses which teach the Latin Language as well as aspects of the ancient 

Roman culture. This course emphasizes reading. However, you will be developing skills in listening, speaking, 

reading and writing. Upon successful completion of this course, you should have the skills for reading a short 

Latin passage, writing simple sentences, responding to simple commands and asking basic questions. 

 

Topics covered this year include Roman Alexandria, Roman Britain, the history of Rome, daily Roman life, 

geography, the Roman military, and Roman mythology.  

 

This course will cover Stages 13-25 of The Cambridge Latin Course.
