Science Circus Project

Helena High’s Science Seminar, including all science classes is organizing Science Circus to be held on Friday, March 20th (5-8 p.m.) and Saturday, March 21st (11 a.m. – 3 p.m.). This year’s Science Circus theme is “Into the wild.”  Presenting at Science Circus is optional, but doing the project is not.  
Pick a topic that interests you: Find a Biology topic that you are interested in and that other people will enjoy learning about.  

Time Frame: Five class days will be given for this project.  The remainder of the project will be done on your own time.
Become an expert:  Use the Internet, library databases and other sources to learn more about your topic.  Use your research skills and paraphrase literature and cite your sources. 
Make a poster:  The poster should target your adult audience.  The poster should include the following.   
1. A creative title prominently displayed on your poster. 
2. Visual aids (3-5), such as photos, diagrams, and graphs that will help people understand your topic and help you to explain it.  The source of each image should be credited on the poster. 
3. Answer the Who, What, When, Where and Why of your topic.  Or complete a research project that includes research question, hypothesis, methods, data and observations, analysis, and conclusion. 
4. Explanations or captions to help visitors understand the topic.  

5. Literature cited to include at least three reliable sources.

Have something to show:  You must have something to show people as they view your poster at Science Circus.  This can be a model, a device, a demonstration, a collection of items related to your topic, etc.  If you have something to show on a laptop computer, that’s great but it does not count as “something to show.”  Make whatever you show interesting or entertaining and should be used to explain your topic to both kids and adults (think 5th graders).  As you plan, keep in mind that you may not have access to an electrical outlet.  

Pass on your expertise:  You will display your poster at Science Circus (in the HHS gym) on March 20 or March 21.  You can choose Friday evening from 5-8 pm and/or Saturday from 11 am-    3 pm.  During that time, you will stand by station and show off your topic and answer questions as people visit.  
Be original: Use your imagination!  Try to include original elements such as artwork, physical models, videos, costumes, demonstrations, etc.  Engage people!  Hands-on activities are real crowd pleasers.                Have Fun!!!!!!!                            Science Circus is awesome!!!!!!!!
