Personal Project Advanced Theater
The personal project is designed to show who you are, and reveal interesting things about you in a positive light.  This is a performance staring you, and all about you.  You are to share information about yourself that is safe for you to disclose, and school appropriate.  The performance will last no more than 4-5 minutes and can take no longer than 8 minutes of class time from set up to strike.  You may not use other persons in the performance!
The project is not designed to reveal any deep dark secrets – nor is it a therapy session.  It is an opportunity for you to show us you.  If I feel that the scene is not appropriate in the rough drafts I will tell you.  Please do not take editing personally – the task is to reveal things about yourself that are safe for you to tell, and everyone to hear.  
The project should be fun for you to do – and for us to listen to.  You should express parts of yourself that the class may not know!

The following must be a part of the personal project:

a. A sound or song that has meaning to you.  This can be sung or played as needed to fit your performance.  The sound system and a portable CD / Tape player will be available. Feel free to create your own sounds / music to fulfill this requirement.

b. An artwork that you really relate to or that you have done that expresses something about you (i.e. painting graphic or sculpture).

c. Photos of your choice (power point works well but you will need to have it ready to go and understand that the projector screen must be down).

d. A monologue by you that gives positive information about you and ties all of the assigned elements into a complete presentation to include the following:

1. Your full name, age and place of birth.

2. The members of your immediate family.

3. Your present activities that fill your life.

4. Your immediate goals for the next year.

5. What drives your life?
6. Where you hope to be in five years.

e. Movements that demonstrate who you are (pantomime, dance, overstated activity such as horse riding archery etc.) tied with your monologue and the rest of your presentation.

f. Lighting that reinforces your presentation – if you need specialty lighting you must arrange for it to be there (it must already exist as hung in the theater) and work to get it cued.

Again have fun with this performance about you.  Take what is required and put it together to reflect the artwork that is you!  Don’t just fulfill the requirements make the presentation full of fun filled creativity!
