Course Description:

You will cover high school algebra standards. Topics you will learn are relationships between quantities, linear relationships, exponential and quadratic relationships, and some advanced functions. If time permits, you might cover some advanced equations and data analysis. 
The textbook is titled Algebra 1 produced by McGraw-Hill. Here is the tentative breakdown of chapters for the year.  
QUARTER 1: Chapter 1 and Chapter 2  
QUARTER 2: Chapter 3, Chapter 4, and Chapter 5 
QUARTER 3: Chapter 6, Chapter 7, and Chapter 8
QUARTER 4: Chapter 9, Chapter 10 (maybe chapters 11&12)
Goal: 

Students will become proficient at self-advocacy, self-assessment, and the learner objectives for all curricular areas.

MATH SPECIFIC GOALS: Students will use critical thinking and mathematical problem-solving skills to develop a better understanding of the way things work in the world surrounding them. Students must learn mathematics with understanding, actively building new knowledge from experience and prior knowledge (http://pages.uoregon.edu/moursund/Math/math_ed_goals.htm#Six%20NCTM%20Principles).

Grading Policy each Quarter:     
Assignments:  10%

Quizzes (and Projects):  30%

Tests:  60%
Students may retake any summative assessments (chapter tests) for full credit ONE TIME. Preparedness for the second, more rigorous, assessment will be at the teacher’s discretion and may include additional practice session(s) outside of class time. Re-takes must be taken outside of class and scheduled with the teacher and completed before the end of the quarter. Retake score will be taken regardless of higher or lower score.

There will be two cumulative semester tests. One semester test at the end of quarter 2 which will assess chapters 1 thru chapter 5, and one semester test at the end of quarter 4 which will assess chapters 6 thru chapter 10.
