PERFORMANCE:
Students are currently working towards performance goals for the following concerts:
· Pre-Festival Choir Concert – Tuesday, March 10th 
· District Music Festival – Thursday or Friday, April 9th or 10th (schedule TBD)

LITERACY:
Philharmonic Choir:
· Rhythm: quarter notes/rests, eighth notes, half notes, dotted half notes, whole notes.
· *Adding dotted quarter notes
· Sight-Singing: Stepwise motion, 2-part, using quarter/half/dotted half rhythms, 4-8 measures
· *Adding eighth notes, dotted quarter notes, and skips by 3rds

Starlighters Choir:
· Rhythm: quarter notes/rests, eighth notes, half notes, dotted half notes, whole notes, dotted quarter notes
· *Adding sixteenth notes and sixteenth note combinations, continuing to practice dotted quarter note
· Sight-Singing: 4-part, skips by 3rds, using quarter/half/dotted half/dotted quarter note rhythms, 8 measures
· *Adding larger skips, continued focus on eighth notes and dotted quarter note rhythms, lengthier excerpts
· Application to new music

Ambiance Choir:
· Rhythm: quarter notes/rests, eighth notes, half notes, dotted half notes, whole notes
· *Reviewing dotted quarter notes and adding sixteenth notes and sixteenth note combinations
· Sight-Singing:
· 3-part, skips by 3rds and 4ths, using quarter/half/dotted half/dotted quarter note rhythms, 8 measures
· *Adding lengthier excerpts, application to new music, focus on eighth note and dotted quarter note rhythms

THEORY:

· Note names
· Rhythm labeling
· Solfege labeling
· Key signatures
· Finding “do”


VOCAL TECHNIQUE:
All students will continue to focus on classical voice technique including but not limited to the following elements:
· Resonance
· Open, round, mature vowels
· Clear, crisp diction
· Breath management
· Using expression to enhance technique and performance
· Consist tone and quality in a wide note range
